Personal Petitions.

Intercessory prayer.

3. Keys to Effective Prayer:
1. Revelation: from Holy Spirit (Rom.8:26; Eph. 6:18)
Faith: Mark 11:24
Agreement: with God’s word (Logos and rhema) and one another
Desire: Mark 11:24 (KJV) and boldness (Luke 11:5-13).
Forgiving heart: Mark 11:25
Submission to God’s purposes; right motives (James 4:3).
